Famous Mountainous Regions 

Himalayas – stretching 1491miles 
through much of Asia.  
Andes – stretching 4300 miles long, it 
is the world’s longest mountain range. 
Alps – major range across central 
Europe.  
Rockies – ranging from North to South 
in Western America. 
Sierra Nevada – runs parallel to the 
Rockies, but further West.

The Alpine Region 

Covers a territory of approximately 
190700km. 

They are the youngest, highest and 
most densely populated (lots of people 
live there) mountain range. They were 
formed 44 million years ago. 

It encompasses eight European 
countries: Austria, France, Germany, 
Italy, Liechtenstein, Monaco, Slovenia 
and Switzerland.  

The highest peak is Mont Blanc 
located in the Western Alps.
